Scan Disk and Disk Defragmenter for Windows 95 and 98

If your computer seems to be running slower than normal or you have been receiving system errors it may be time to run Scan Disk and Disk Defragmenter.  Both of these tools cleanup your hard drive so that it may work more efficiently.

To run Scan Disk:

1) Click Start

2) Click Accessories

3) Click System Tools

4) Click Scan Disk

5) Select to run a Standard or Thorough (we recommend you run the Sandard unless you have 
    disk errors that a Standard Scan will not fix).

6) Select to Automatically Fix Errors

7) Click Start

8) When Scan Disk has completed, close the scan disk windows.

To run Disk Defragmenter:

1) Click Start

2) Click Accessories

3) Click System Tools

4) Click Disk Defragmenter

5) Select the drive you want to Defrag (this will normally be drive C:\, if you have another drive

    other than C:\, we recommend you perform a Defrag on all drives).

6) Click OK

7) A screen will appear explaining what percentage your drive is fragmented, it may also say 
    that you do not need to run a Defrag at this time, we strongly recommend you run the defrag 
    anyway, click Start.

8) When Defrag has completed, click Yes to close the window.
